I recommend publication, pending a few necessary corrections to the manuscript, which I now revised focusing on its most prominent parts.
Line 11: change to ‘Since uptake of private precautionary measures is voluntary, it is important to know what drives householders to implement them.
L 14: ‘of private precautionary measures.’

L 16: ‘their decision to update precautionary measures was…’

L 17: you now mention ‘the data-driven model’, but I don’t think it’s clear to the reader what model you are referring to. Please improve clarity. Maybe simply: ‘Results reveal that…’
L 19: add comma after ‘that’. Further, this sentence is very heavy on the reader, who has to wait and memorize until the far end, before they can understand what it is about. I suggest to turn it around to make it more readable, like ‘Results reveal that the proactive update of XXX is positively influenced by XXXX’
L 21: ‘For these households,’

L27: ‘flood damages’

L28: add comma after ‘Vietnam’

L31: a very relevant study on the different drivers of floods in Ho chi minh city is the recent one by Couasnon et al. (2022; doi: 10.1029/2021WR030002). Please consider adding here.
L 38: eliminate comma after ‘means’

L 44-on: after having dealt with Ho chi minh city, now you review literature and knowledge from any global location. Only for Du et al you mention that now the location is Shanghai, but I have the impression that it’s not very clear to the reader that the following content and evidence is also not from HCMC. Please consider if there’s a nimble way to clarify this.
L 50: ‘to bridge the knowledge gap in understanding the level of’ seems a needlessly convoluted formulation. Why not simply ‘In order to understand what drives flood preparedness and the uptake of private precautionary measures, several studies have applied Protection Motivation Theory (PMT) (Babcick…’
L 56: ‘an empirical’

L 58: substitute ‘-‘ by colon. I actually don’t think this paragraph is even necessary

L 218: add comma after ‘measure’
L 286: check verb tense, here you use the past tense, whereas in the rest you mostly use the present. Please check for other tense inconsistencies in the paragraph too. Also, consider adding a comma somewhere in this sentence.
L 289: ‘being aware that one…’. Also, instead of ‘positively influence’, why not ‘drive’?

L 291: eliminate ‘influencing’. Moreover I don’t think this is a limitation of the study, but a negative result, i.e., no correlation was found, although it has been investigated.
L 292-on: I have trouble understanding the meaning of the sentence ’This is attributed…’, even after re-reading the results part concerned with elevation. Also, I don’t see how it links with the previous sentence. Please, try to improve clarity.
L 296: eliminate comma after ‘that’

L 298: ‘have’
